Light of Life Trust: This NGO is located in
Virudhunagar district of Tamil Nadu. They focus on
children and the elderly. The oragnisation has two
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shelter homes dedicated to children and the senior citizens. Though the NGO located in the largest
municipality of the district, its work is spread only to a limited population. INGO team connected with
them and offered to create a website. During the initial stage the NGO was bit hesitant in sharing the
data. But with regular connect and discussion they shared information about their NGO. When the
website was ready, the team was pleasantly surprised. They were delighted to see a website which
gave them a face on the internet. The founder member messaged the 1INGO team with gratitude. He
also requested to promote his organisation on 1NGO’s social media platform.

The NGOs were asked to give a rating of the services
they receive from 1INGO in a scale of 1- 5. Also they were asked whether they would like to
continue with the services with us and recommend other NGOs as well.
The outcome of the survey is given in the below picture.
